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Notice to parents and caregivers from Board of Trustees

1. The new Board is now well in place. We would like students and
their families to know that at its May meeting the Board
unanimously voted to co-opt Faye Molen. The Board believes
Faye will bring an extra dimension to it and complement the skills
and experience of the other members.
